I hope you are well and had a lovely holiday. We warmly welcome everyone back for term 2 and what is a very busy but enjoyable time ahead. 
Please find below some key information below:

Newletters 

Class newletters will be sent out to parents during the week beginning 7th November 2022. These will include specific information for your son/ daughters classes such as when they have PE, homework information and some details on planned learning contexts. 

Meet the Teacher session
Unfortunately our planned session to meet teachers was unable to go ahead last term. This has been rescheduled for Monday 7th November 2022. As previously communicated this will take place from 1.45pm-2.45pm and parents are welcome to move around classes as we understand there are siblings, however pupils will require to stay in their own class at all times. These sessions are purely class drop in sessions and are not for consultations with teacher’s on your child’s progress.  If you have any concerns regarding your child please contact the school office to arrange an appointment with the class teacher.  In addition there is also a Positive Relationship session with Mrs Campbell prior to the meet the teacher session. This will start at 1.15pm and will take place in the school hub. 
P.E./Indoor shoes. 
P.E. will take place outdoors as much as possible but where weather does not permit then this will take place in the hall. Class newletters will contain details of when pupils have P.E. Pupils will require a P.E. kit which should consist of:

- T-shirt

- Sports style shorts or jogging bottoms

- Sports jumper (optional for outdoor sessions)

- Indoor trainers/ gym shoes (these are essentials as pupils also change into indoor shoes to  keep classrooms clean working environments)
- Outdoor trainers

P.E. kits can be taken in at the start of each term and left in school. We would also ask that indoor shoes are left in school as these are used daily and not just during P.E. sessions. 
Clothing/ Lost property 
An increasing amount of clothing/water bottles/personal items are going missing/being mislaid in school. We have a huge amount of non-labelled clothing/water bottles/personal items just from last term alone. Can we ask that ALL clothing/water bottles/indoor and outdoor shoes etc are named clearly so that if items are found they can be returned to their owners promptly. We would kindly ask anyone missing anything from last term to pop into school to have a look in our lost property box which is located in the foyer. Any items unclaimed from last term by Friday 11th Nov 2022 will be discarded of appropriately. 

Pupils are also reminded that regardless of the weather jackets, which should also be named. should be taken to school each day as the weather can be very unpredictable at times. 
School Drop off/ pick up
We appreciate as the darker nights and colder weather creeps in that more of our families may use transport for taking pupils to and from school. However there will still be a large number of pupils walking and in the interests of safety we would kindly as that consideration is given to parking, particularly during school drop off and pick up. We would remind everyone that emergency services require access and movement at all times and cars should refrain from parking in a manner which congests the corner (for example at the garages/well area) as well ensuring that driveways etc remain clear for residents. The school has 2 paths and we are more than happy to release children to use either path, especially as parking on the straight part of Smith Crescent may be more accessible and avoid crossing the car park area. 
The school car park is strictly for staff parking at any time of day and buses now use the straight section of road on Smith Crescent to avoid congestion at the entrance to the staff carpark. We thank you in advance for your support with this. 
Breakfast Club

At the end of last term a questionnaire was sent out for parents to complete if they wished for their child/ren to attend breakfast club. This information has now been collated and breakfast club will start from Monday 7th Nov 2022 from 8.40am. Pupils should access the breakfast club by coming in through the playground as normal then into the hall.
